 There will be 15 places on each course – we expect the course to be over-subscribed.

The course is significantly subsidised by SHEP so the price  is €800 (Full Fee) and €500 (Reduced Fee) (payable in instalments if preferred). The reduced fee represents a bursary of €300 per person – so it is a great opportunity. 

There is no deposit required with the application.

Our intention is that the Tuesday Evening course will be fully on-line and the Wednesday evening course will be blended or in-person if possible with in-person sessions in Cork City.

Both courses will start in the first week of March and will conclude in December. Because of COVID 19 it will be a shorter course than usual -  92.5 hours in total  (25 weekly sessions plus 6 weekend days). The weekend days will comprise a morning and an afternoon session of 2.5 hours. There will be two weekend days together in April.

The courses will be on Tuesday evenings and Wednesday evenings – (please indicate your preferences on the application form).

You need to be willing (and able) to attend in-person sessions on the Wednesday evening course if the circumstances allow it and also to move to online sessions if needs be.

Entry requirements: You must have completed  SHEP Foundation Part 1 (PD) but it’s not necessary to have completed Part 2. If the demand exceeds places (which is likely) preference will be given to those who have completed the SHEP Foundation Programme (parts 1 & 2). You can apply if you are finishing off other SHEP courses. You can also apply if you have previously completed SHEP Continuing PD – but if it is oversubscribed we will give preference to those who have not completed Continuing PD before.
