This application form is for the Cork SHEP Certificate in Social Awareness and Community Empowerment (SACE) ‘Training for Transformation’ course in SHEP Project Centre, Ardfoyle, Ballintemple, Cork City. It will consist of five non-residential weekend workshops between September and November 2024.  This course is open:
A. To people who have already completed SHEP’s Certificate in Personal Development, this course being Part Two of the SHEP Foundation Program in Social and Personal Health Education. For these, it is a continuation of their personal journey of growth and development, through deepening awareness of the wider social relationships with which we are all involved.
B. To people from the twenty-eight Cork area Community Gardens. This year SHEP and Green Spaces for Health have secured funding under the REACH grant to facilitate access for a number of people from the Cork-City garden communities to undertake the program towards developing community building and leadership capacities and who want to bring deeper awareness to that involvement.
The course is delivered in-person over five non-residential weekends, totaling 78 hours. 

· The course fee this autumn is €550 
· This is the same as in 2022. All SHEP courses are subsidized by HSE core funding to the Project.
· There are limited SHEP bursaries available in Autumn and these need to be applied for

· Where awarded a SHEP Reduced Fee the fee reduces to €250 (i.e. on award of bursary of €300)
· The REACH funding facilitates five funded places for people from Cork City community gardens 
· There is no booking deposit.
· The course is facilitated by a team of 4 SHEP trainers (2 anchor trainers) and is Fully in-person.
· It Is 78 hours in length delivered over five non-residential weekends.
· The group will have 23 to 26 participants.
